Air Rendezvous-An Air Show Fan’s Flight Plan

For those of you that have never experienced an Air Rendezvous or even any air show, we’d like to offer some suggestions.  

To start off, it’s an airfield.  That means no trees, no electricity, running water or flushing toilets for that matter.  

Number one-buy your ticket prior to coming to the air show.  Number two-take the bus to get to the air show.  Now you are on your way!  Gates open at 9:00 a.m.  We recommend coming early and spending the day so as not to miss any of the action both in the air and on the ground.  Gates close at 5:00 p.m.

To accommodate for large crowds, air show organizers provide shade tents with special seating which can be purchased, or just look for the army tents with the first aid cross near them.  Free water is furnished throughout the airfield in army water buffaloes courtesy of the IL Army National Guard for public safety purposes.  Plenty of porta johns are stationed throughout the airfield.  Visit the Cingular Wireless, AT&T and SPRINT Call Centers if a local call is necessary.  Short on cash, no problem, look for the INB Cash Cruiser for extra money.  

We recommend bringing sunblock, earplugs, a lawn chair or blanket, a camera for sure and a big smile because your family is going to have lots of fun all day long. 
Do not bring coolers or outside beverages as this is prohibited.  Food and beverage booths are abundant and are staffed by not for profit groups making a portion of proceeds from their sales.  Do not bring pets as this is prohibited also.  Then, there is the usual common sense issues like no weapons.  Be mindful of our post 9/11 situation as bags may be subject to search.  

While attending the air show be sure to watch out for wings of aircraft and protruding items.  There is no smoking within 50 feet of any aircraft.  An air show is an usual setting so please take care while you are our important guests.  We hope you enjoy visiting the air show as much as we do putting it all together for the public to enjoy.
